
s I am writing this in mid-
October, the market dropped
another 500 points today as
part of its roller coaster jour-

ney.  Who knows what will happen
tomorrow?  What is clear is that finan-
cial deception, shady dealings and
perhaps even criminal activity led to
this crisis.  The hope is that forthcom-
ing regulations will create greater
transparency.  In addition there is
much uncertainty in our lives right
now in light of the presidential elec-
tion (which will have occurred by the
time you receive this newsletter).
Who will win? And what will it mean
for our country and for the world?  So
much of our angst is based in not
really knowing what the candidate
really believes.  How many of us
watched the debates and longed for a
direct, transparent and substantive
answer to a tough question?   There
is uncertainty in the Diocese these
days.  For many rank and file
Catholics it has been unsettling to see
the Church's problems played out in
paid-for advertisement letters in the
Wisconsin State Journal.  What's real-
ly going on here?  In addition, we saw
in the paper that the lawsuit between
the Diocese and the Phoenix fund-
raising group was settled.  Yet
because of a confidentiality clause,
the announcement of the agreement
did not indicate the sum of money
paid out by the Diocese.  Talking with
parishioners there is a concern that at
a time when the Church talks about
the need for transparency, why would
two highly Catholic entities (the
Diocese and the fund-raising group)
not be more forthcoming?  I was read-
ing recently how the drug Vioxx, can

have harmful effects for people in
terms of increased risk for heart
attack for up to a year after discontin-
uing the drug.  If you recall, the phar-
maceutical company that developed
Vioxx, in an effort to get the drug to
market, was less than forthcoming
about research that had indicated that
this pain-reliever also put people at
higher risk for heart attack.  So we
wonder-how many other drugs out
there are the next Vioxx waiting to
happen because the truth has been
withheld?  Perhaps some of you have
been watching the series on the
Presidents of the United States on
PBS these days.  In one episode
about President Johnson (LBJ), it
talks about how truths were distorted
for political gain in regards to the Gulf
of Tonkin incident that precipitated a
major increase of U.S. involvement in
Vietnam.

Truth.  It can be a hard commodity to
come by.  Here I am not speaking
about the problem of outright lying.  It
is the constant shading of the truth,
the telling of half-truths, the failing to
disclose important truths that affects
politics, economics, religion, law and
indeed our personal lives.  This is not
to say that there is always an obliga-
tion to reveal all truth.  We believe in
the sacredness of the priest/penitent
communication in the sacrament of
penance.  We see the need for confi-
dentiality in the patient/physician rela-
tionship (with some very specific
exceptions).

Nevertheless, the scriptures remind
us that the truth will set us free.  Here
freedom does not mean license to do

whatever we will but the ability to
be in accord with sound doctrine
and to do what is right.  Here one
distinguishes between choice and
freedom where freedom allows us
always to choose the good.  So
we might ask: why are we so
afraid of full disclosure of the
truth both on a societal and indi-
vidual level?  Obviously, a lot of
fudging of the truth involves the
desire for financial gain.  Pope
Paul VI reminded people that
greed is the greatest form of
moral underdevelopment.  Much
of the hardship as a worldwide
community has resulted from our
willingness to sacrifice truth on
the altar of greed as we have
seen with the Wall Street crisis.
Sometimes people are unwilling to
engage in truthful dialogue
because of the desire for power.
Much of the political waffling that
we saw in the debates can be
traced back to the desire to win
the election and in modern times,
that seems to involve the effort to
alienate the fewest people possi-
ble in order to gain the most
votes.  This is so opposed to what
we saw in the life of Jesus.  The
Lord told it like it was.  And such
an attitude cost him his life.

Truth-telling is not politically expe-
dient!  A current problem I see in
the Church is an unwillingness to
dialogue about the truth-to put the
issues out on the table and to
address them critically, honestly
and with humility.  That virtue of
humility entails being able to enter
into a conversation and admit that
I may be wrong or that I may need
to nuance my position.  This is not
to say that we shouldn't speak

with conviction.  But we should
speak humbly as well.  It's inter-
esting that we are called to obedi-
ence as Christians as Christ was.
The root of the word obedience is
to listen.  Today, we do not listen
well.  We often desire to hear
what we want to hear, not what
we need to hear which St. Paul
warned against (c.f., 2 Tm 4: 1-5).
Sometimes we shade the truth
because we simply don't want to
be accountable for our own
actions.  It's always easier to
blame some one else.

Jesus was right in saying the truth
will set us free.  It will set us free
from corruption.  It will set us free
from greed.  It will set us free
from the desire for power.  It will
set us free from political correct-
ness.  It will set us free from dog-
matism.  It will set us free from
irresponsibility.  It will set us free
from our personal agendas, bias-
es, prejudices and sinfulness.  To
be honest (a good quality to have
in a reflection on truthfulness), the
reason why truth is a hard com-
modity to come by is because we
don't really want to be free.  And
yet, to quote Martin Luther King,
Jr. and his "I Have a Dream"
speech in a slightly different and
broader context-our spiritual
mantra must be the same as his:
"Free at last.  Free at last.  Thank
God Almighty, we are free at last."

Through the Eyes of a Homeless Child

Each Wednesday, Blessed Sacrament is involved in a
very unique service opportunity dedicated to helping the
homeless in our community.  The Salvation Army
Family Shelter located on East Washington Ave.,
serves homeless families and single women.  

The shelter is an old school building with 18 rooms
upstairs used to house the families.  These families
have a limited stay at the shelter, up to 3 months.  The
Salvation Army works with the families to find them
employment and housing. It's our job to spend time with
the kids at the shelter during their stay.  This serves two
functions: 1) to give the parents a break; and 2) to help
the kids forget, for an hour or two, that they are poor by
allowing them to have fun.

Most of the kids we see at the shelter are pretty well
adjusted, despite their circumstances. Kids can be very
resilient. These kids are quite often starved for atten-
tion. For example, one little girl ran up to me and said,
"Chase me, chase me!" She wasn't so much interested
in playing tag, as she wanted someone to focus all of
their attention on her.  She might as well have said,
"Love me, love me!" Another example, the very first
thing one little boy would do when entering the gym
was to run up to me and ask, "What's my name?" He
wanted to know if I remembered him from my last visit.
This was his way of verifying whether or not someone
truly cared about him. When I spoke his name, he
looked as though it was Christmas morning.

Volunteer service at The Salvation Army has truly
helped me to see what really matters in life. When
adults are oftentimes caught up in their own feelings to

notice what is going on around them,
it is very uplifting to spend time play-
ing basketball, kickball, or even draw-
ing a picture with these kids. The
world through the eyes of a child is a
very interesting one. The world
through the eyes of a homeless child
is a very special one.

nterfaith Hospitality Network is now known as
The Shelter Network within The Road Home
of Dane County. The renaming was necessary
because The Road Home has several pro-

grams, some of which do not involve faith commu-
nities, so "interfaith" was no longer an appropriate
title for the entire organization.

As part of The Shelter Network, Blessed
Sacrament partners with Temple Beth El to provide
shelter, food and companionship four weeks a
year. We typically have five families, or a maxi-
mum of fifteen guests, per rotation. The guests
stay at Temple Beth El and Blessed Sacrament
volunteers shop for groceries, provide meals,
serve meals, spend the night and help with set-up
and take-down. 

Our next opportunity to serve will be November
29-December 7. There will be a notice in the bul-
letin as well as an e-mail sent to those on our list.

Second Chance Apartment Project
The Second Chance Apartment Project is another
program offered by The Road Home. The project
creates affordable transitional housing through
partnership with the YWCA of Madison and spon-
soring organizations. A sponsor, most often a
church or synagogue, assists a homeless family to
reach stability by renting an apartment for them
and providing mentors trained by The Road Home.
Participating families are selected from The Road
Home and YWCA shelters and receive intensive
services from the agencies for two years.

The Road Home is in need of mentors for this pro-
gram.

The Housing & Hope Campaign
The Road Home is working on an initiative to cre-
ate 30 units of decent, safe, affordable housing for
our families. The Housing & Hope campaign is an
innovative strategy that pairs affordable apart-
ments with long-term support services for home-
less families.

Adapting the latest thinking in scattered-site
affordable housing, The Road Home intends to
purchase four existing eight-unit apartment build-
ings that would be renovated and rented to fami-
lies.  Two of the buildings would be in one neigh-
borhood - within easy walking distance of each
other - with the two others located near each other
in a different neighborhood.  In each pair of build-
ings, one unit will be converted into a community
room and case management office.  The buildings
will be located in mixed-income neighborhoods,
close to bus lines and with easy access to a gro-
cery store.

Blessed Sacrament Parish has made a financial
commitment to this project and we will keep you
informed as the project takes shape.
